Character skirt and Cuban heeled Character shoes.

*GRADE 5 BALLET- Navy leotard (Faith) with ballet stockings and ballet shoes with ribbons.
Character skirt and Cuban heeled Character shoes.

*HIGHER GRADES/ VOCATIONAL BALLET- Navy/black shoestring strapped leotard.
